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OFSTED visit — Infants

described by the Chief Inspector as ‘much more demanding’. That said, we did our very best to show the great things
that Trafalgar does under the revised OFSTED categories: Quality of Education, Behaviour and Attitudes, Personal
Development, Early Years and Leadership and Management

inspectors to talk about their roles and responsibilities in school.

The process will now take up to a month and we expect to receive the final report and grade early in the new year. In
the meantime, we will remain optimistic for a positive outcome.

Registration for KS1 and KS2 is at 8.55 am, and for EYFS
registration is at 9.05 am. Children who are late miss their phonics session which follows registration, and also affects
their friends in the class whose lesson gets disrupted.
